
 

   

 

 

 

 

 

  

Who can apply?  Any small / medium privately owned 
business in an eligible post code area can apply. The project 
must be improving or creating 4 or 5 star level tourism 
accommodation.  Projects which create jobs will be given 
priority. It is also expected that projects will increase turn over 
or the occupancy rates and improve the sustainability of the 
business and promote local food. 

How much money is available?  Grants 
are available for a minimum of £25,000 to a 
maximum of £60,000. Grants must be 
match by at least 40% private investment. 

How do I apply? 

Step 1 - Contact the team and check eligibility 
of the postcode 

Step 2 �n A Project Manager will contact you 
and arrange to visit you and discuss the 
project 

Step 3 �n Complete an Expression of Interest 
Form - if it is a strong project proposal a full 
application will then be sent to you 

Step 5 �n Full Application must be completed 
and signed with supporting documentation  

Step 6 �n Application checked then discussed 
in the Approval Panel - if accepted an Offer / 
Contract Letter is sent to you to sign  

Step 7 �n You can now submit claims 

What can the money be spent on?  The money can be 
spent on any capital investments which improve the quality 
of the accommodation in the local area. Funding is available 
to create new visitor accommodation as well as improve 
current facilities.  You can also claim for major 
improvements to communal areas, external landscaping and 
fixtures and fittings. Interior design professional fees can be 
claimed back as well. You can not claim any planning, legal 
or surveyor fees.  Any costs from before the date of the offer 
letter are also ineligible.  The grant can not be used for any 
items which can be removed from the property such as free 
standing furniture and soft furnishings. There is a separate 
grant available to claim back half the costs of the Business 
Plan.

What do I need to support my application?  You will 
need to include a full business plan.  This should include 
audited accounts for the previous three years and cash 
flow forecasts.  Other documents needed include planning 
permission confirmation if applicable, evidence of match 
funding, and quotes (see Guidance Notes which will be 
issued with the application form for more information).  
Every applicant must have a name of their assigned 
Business Link Advisor who may visit you to do a report. 
Your project manager may also recommend they arrange 
a visit from Groundwork if they feel you will benefit from 
this. You may also find arranging a visit from Quality in 
Tourism who are one of the organisations responsible for 
grading accommodation may help you achieve the 4 or 5 
star level.
