Alex has been several times shortlisted as Entrepreneur of the Year. He is currently
Entrepreneur in Residence at INSEAD (Fontainebleau), Governor of Manchester
Metropolitan University, Advisory Board member of the International Media Centre at
Salford University and a NESTA mentor to start-up media companies. He has a BA from St
John's College, Oxford in Politics and Economics, Masters in Journalism from Columbia University (New York), and
MBA from INSEAD.
